· Special seminars/surgeries for the young on drug/drink abuse,  
     social responsibility, crime issues, career & new skill  

 development. These seminars will be conducted by relevant  
    professionals in their fields.  

·  Meeting and c onstructive discussion points for the old and infirm  
·  Renting part of the complex  for other user groups (i.e. Badminton,  

     Squash, Scouts, educational boot camps, social discussion and  
     integration etc.)  

·  Facilities for organising special field and social trips for the young  
     and old  

·  Offer higher standards of accessibility to the community, conducive to 
equality, inclusiveness and dissemination of learning and experience. To 
implement, promote and demonstrate our organisation's ethos through thi s 

unique development.  
·  To incorporate new and evolving issues as an ongoing  dialogue within 

community groups and local authorities. e.g. special yoga/aerobic classes for 
all age groups, new guidelines/directives from local council & Govt. Authorities

To progress this community program, the GNDC have already obtained the 

planning permission from Crawley Council (with full architectural, planning, & 
building details) and have purch ased the land from the community funds. Total 

cost of the project is estimated around £1.9m with a contingency of 10%; 
consisting broadly of:  
 

·  Building, incorporating latest planning/building regulations,  
     with onsite  parking facilities  

·  Fully fitted kitchen, disability facilities, furniture etc.  
·  Library with IT equipment  

·  Committee rooms, classroom facilities, gym, conference  
     rooms etc  
·  Staff:  language teachers, hire of medical, gym, social, IT, &  

     other specialists (paid & volunteers), care taker  
·  Other specialist input:  Legal, financial, project management,  

     health & safety etc

other relevant information is provided in the appendices.  

 
Progress To Date  

 
This project will b e managed by volunteers within the GNDC 

organisation who have extensive professional skills ï managerial,  
technical, financial and administrative.  

·  Project management in building/construction

     budgeting/fina ncial control), including financial deployment &  
     accountability  
·  Professional teachers (English & Punjabi language)  

·  Fund raisers, Quality Control, and electrical work  
· Health & welfare specialists  

 
The committee members have attended and liaised with various  

community groups in Crawley (together within our own community  
& the younger generations) enabling them to capture the  

requirements which have been captured within the scope of our  
design. There is strong positive feeling that the Gurdwara complex  will be used  

by the older, younger & intermediate generations from all the  
diverse community groups.  

 
 

 
 



 

 

 
Funding  

 
To date The GNDC have raised in excess of £ 770,000 via donations,  

offerings, fund raising functions, sponsored events, other Sikh UK  
based or ganisations, local council small grants, etc. A large amount  

of this has been utilized towards planning application and land purchase.  
The committee plan to actively accelerate their fund raising  

program by approaching business and private communities, oth er  
voluntary organisations & making applications to UK fund providers.  

Bank loans will also be used as the project is earmarked to be  
completed within the three -year  period ending in 201 6/ 201 7. 
 

The provisional estimated cost breakdowns and various other  

analyses executed are summarised in the appendices.  
On completion of the project, the working capital (day to day costs,  

maintenance, etc) of the Gurdwara  will be generated from the  
community (standing orders, direct donations, patron ships,  

offerings etc) and future on going fund raising activities.  
The GNDC has a strong dedicated committee & trustees, comprising  

of established experienced community members who are committed  
and capable of managing the present and future of this centre  

democratically. The c urrent team comprises of a chartered  
accountant, a solicitor, established successful businessmen, a  

doctor, professional teachers, engineers, etc.
